MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON FRIDAY 8TH OCTOBER 2021
AT EIRIAS PARK L.C. AND BY VIDEO CONFERENCE

 The meeting was preceded by the awards ceremony for the inaugural N.W.R.A.C. Hall Of Fame. Inducted were Denise and Bernard Harris, Gareth Hughes, Bob Frost; the following were inducted posthumously: Susan Sayer, Neil Dunn, Ken Ross and David A. Williams.

Apologies for Absence: P. Povey, L. Davitt, B. Edwards, E. Brewer and A. Lewis.
1.0 Minutes of the last meeting and Matters Arising: (previous minutes in italics): Accepted as a true record. Nothing further.
2.0 Chair’s address: K.H. reported on (a) She thanked P.B. for organising the 
presentation of the Hall of Fame awards (b) the 2021 N. Wales marathon championships within the Conwy marathon had been cancelled; it was decided to wait to see if the event would be held in 2022 (c) she thanked those that had sent in their budget applications (d) she will send our medal allocation application to Welsh Athletics (WA) on receipt of order requests from officers, taking existing stock into consideration (e) she had raised the issues with the Trinity system at the Chairs and Secretaries meeting and it has now been resolved (f) Steve Jones is retiring from W.A. (g) the office in Cardiff had asked who was the Company Member for N.W.R.A.C.  she had asked for the relevant paperwork (h) we are still waiting for details of the new courses for guide running.
3.0 Treasurer’s Report: D.D. gave details of the current balances and answered questions on the items listed. K.H. had details of each discipline’s budget application. The issue of collecting fares on our coaches was raised and it was agreed that in the current climate it was not appropriate for this to occur.
4.0 Regional road running championships 2022: After discussion it was agreed to allocate championships to: 5km: Abergele 5km; 5 Miles: no event; 10km: Twin Piers 10km, Colwyn Bay; 10 Miles, Rhyl; Half marathon: Anglesey; Marathon: tbc.

5.0 Road relays: (a)there is the potential for the first YDL meeting to clash with the proposed date on 23rd April. That League have not yet announced their dates and venues, so it was agreed to further discuss this at the next meeting. (b) D.P. reported that Maldwyn Harriers have recently purchased a chip timing system and will be trialling the equipment at several events this 
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year. If these trials are successful, he offered the system for use at the road relays next year. It was agreed to wait for the results before making any decision, but the meeting thanked him for the offer. (c) J.H. has a meeting with possible sponsors on 19th October.
6.0 Regional reports:
6.1 Track and Field: C.B. reported on: (a) the Regional indoor championships are set for Sunday 16th January (b) he reported that a Colwyn Bay A.C. athlete in the years 10/11 category (U/17) had been overlooked for selection for the S.I.A.B. event. The criteria had stated that the winner of the trial race plus the athlete that was number one in the Power of Ten rankings would be selected; however, the second spot in the team had gone to an athlete in the under-15 age-group, which was not included in the criteria. He asked that it be minuted that his Club feel that written criteria should be adhered to when final selections are made.

6.4 Road Running: P.B. reported that the first two meetings of the Borders League will clash with our championships within the Flintshire 10km in Mold and the Abergele 5km. He had written to the League’s secretary to ask them to change their dates, but he had responded that they had set their fixtures in June last; their A.G.M. later approved their race calendar.
