Management Committee Meeting – Virtual (Teams) – June 4th. 2021 (11:00am Start)
Minutes/Action Points

Present:  Steve Jones (SJ), Chris Moss (CM) Rhiannon Linington-Payne (RLP), Kath Elias (KE), Jo Warner (JoW), Gerald Davies (GD), Andrew Jenkins (AJ), Zane Maynard (ZM) and Dai Williams (DW). 
1. Apologies for Absence: Gareth Oldham.
GD welcomed everyone to the meeting. GD & JoW both experiencing broadband issues. KE nominated SJ to Chair – this was accepted by all.
2. Minutes of Last Meeting (May 7th.):

These had been circulated ahead of the meeting in the interests of saving time. They were accepted as a true    record (Proposed KE & Seconded DW).  

3. Matters Arising:
4 (5.3) – DW confirmed that he had emailed Steve Perks around the invite to join the Finance Sub-Group – to date no response had been received.
5 – It was confirmed (GD) that the sub-group set up to agree the WSAA/WA Service Level Agreement (SLA) had met with James Williams on Thursday, June 3rd. WSAA officers GD/JoW and Gwilym Williams. First draft presented and amended, 2nd draft now with James for review.
4. Events:
WSAA SIAB Trial (Saturday, July 3rd. Brecon).

RLP reported that it was now possible to admit increased numbers to events following recent relaxation of WAG COVID guidelines. Now possible to invite more athletes, possibility of multiple heats/time trials plus option to invite athletes to compete in more than 1 event.

KE commented that time is moving quickly and that decisions need to be taken around numbers – raised the possibility of 2 races per event.

DW pointed out that some event disciplines still have very few athletes on rankings with a large disparity in distances/heights/times.
JoW supported staying with 1 athlete per event.

ZM raised the option of including Under 15s in the invitation list.

AJ questioned whether OpenTrack could be used for entry & confirming invites, RLP to look into this.

It was AGREED to debate these issues at the Executive Meeting scheduled for Friday, June 11th.

SIAB T&F (Saturday, September 26th. Derby).
ZM confirmed that he had circulated an availability listing to potential Team Managers, already had many replies including a significant number of practicing teachers.
Indoor Combined Events International.
SJ reported that he had received contact from Pete Russell (SSAA) around the date for the 2021 CE at the Emirates (Glasgow). Date offered is Saturday, October 16th.

There was extensive debate around this, especially with it following so quickly after SIAB (where many of our multi-eventers are likely to compete).

RLP pointed out that the Joint WA/WSAA CE is booked in for November 7th. and we are unlikely to be able to move it. She also raised the question of whether SSAA had considered alternative venues or offering the event to the other countries to host.

DW felt that the usual (late November) date was most suitable.

GD supported RLP’s view that it might be time for the event to rotate rather than being held in Glasgow each year.

It was AGREED that SJ would go back to SSAA to advise that the date is unsuitable and WSAA cannot support the event being that early.
5. AOB:
SJ reported that he had spoken to Adam Burgess (Sportshall UK), and that a provisional date of Sunday, March 13th. had been set for the 2022 event. SJ/CM to meet with Adam again in October to confirm arrangements.
ZM reported that he had spoken to Adrian Palmer (WA Program Manager) around the UK School Games, AP had indicated that funding might be available to support a WSAA Team at the 2021 event. RLP confirmed that this is to be at Loughborough from 3rd to 6th. September. It was AGREED that SJ contact AP to seek clarity around logistics and numbers of participants.
ZM also raised some performances by former WSAA athletes, particularly Joe Brier and Jake Heyward, it was AGREED that SJ contact Jake to congratulate him on his recent 1500m Welsh Senior Record.
