1. Discussion

a) West Wales indoor and UK inter counties
Day 2 of the West Wales Indoor Championships in mid-February attracted a good turnout for 60m, 60m hurdles and shot. Financially, it was much better in 2025 than in 2024.
Athletes travelled to Nottingham for the UK Inter Counties, good numbers in the juniors and some good teams fielded however it was struggle to find under 20 and seniors willing to attend, due to various reasons.

b) West Wales Junior Open - dates
Brecon – May 18; Swansea – June 7; Carmarthen – August 2. Entries will open for the first event next week. License being applied, track booked, chief officials.

c) West Wales Outdoor Championships – May 10th
West Wales Outdoor Championships at Swansea on May 10, under 11 events added for 75m and 800m. Event in place, need to ensure there are enough officials and volunteers.

d) Inter-Regional events – Caerphilly / Inter Regional Championship July
West Wales to host the 2025 edition of the Inter Regional Championships. 12th July booked Carmarthen, licence has been applied and first aid. Timetable is fixed with the odd year version - half event timetable.
Caerphilly 10K is the Welsh inter-regional 10K championships, 2 women agreed 4 spaces remaining. 5 men agreed 1 space remaining.
